                            Comprehensive Plan Section 3.1

The town of Smithville  is served by the Greene Central School District and a small eastern section of the municipality by the Oxford Academy.  Students

from Smithville Flats are bussed to Greene starting in the Kindergarten grade through the

senior year.  The school district services slightly less than 1400 students taught by slightly more than 100 teaching faculty.  

Greene Central School’s mission statement

reads as follows:  “Greene Central School, in partnership with the community, will inspire students to learn the skills and behaviors necessary to become productive citizens.”

In addition to the Greene Central School system, young people and adults can

avail themselves of a wide array of programs offered by the Delaware-Chenango-Madison-Otsego BOCES.  Over 20 programs are offered by the DCMO BOCES.

These programs are characterized by their integration of academics with instruction
in specific trade related skills.  Typical of these programs are fields of study in automotive technology, nursing, culinary arts, cosmetology, security, welding,

communication/graphic arts etc.

Within an hour’s commute of Smithville Flats are a wide array of two year colleges, public and private four year colleges as well a several fine public and private universities.

Two year colleges include Broome Community College and Tompkins-Cortland County

Community College.  Two year degrees can also be earned at SUNY Morrisville’s extension center in Norwich, New York.  Ithaca college is fine private Liberal Arts College while SUNY Cortland and SUNY Oneonta offer a rich array of four year degrees

and a selection number of Masters programs.  In addition, Cornell University and

Binghamton University offer a wide array of four year degrees through some of the

best Ph.D. programs in New York State as well as the nation.

Section 5 Implementation

5.1 Adoption of the comprehensive plan:
